Arrangements for NER 2011 Winter League

Running Order of Shows

Having considered several suggestions the following changes to the running order is proposed for the 2011 Winter League 

9.30am  Start

Open League Class 

Advanced Intermediate League Class

Followed by a Speed Competition for Open & Adv Inter riders

No earlier than 11am

Novice B Class (Optimum time)

Intermediate League Class

Followed by a Speed Competition for Intermediate only

No earlier than 1.30pm

Advanced Primary League Class

 No Earlier than 3.00pm

Primary League Class

Followed by a novelty class for Primary / Advanced Primary (such as a pairs competition)  (COMPULSORY to run)
General

There will be 6 legs of the League which will, if possible, run on consecutive weekends.
Only Quality venues shall be booked, proposal(subjecto to availability)  to have Kernans for final, Killossery mid league ,plus choice from Castlehill, Cloncaw, CastleLeslie, Collistown
Entry Fees Winter League Classes, Novice B €18  -  Speed & Novelty Competitions €12
Prizes

As per previous years NER will provide All Rosettes and Final Trophies.
Region is aiming to secure sponsor for prizes.
Following on from last year  prizes should not exceed a €60 Prize Fund limit per Class for the league classes (P, AP, Inter, Inter B, AI, Open only).

Vouchers will be divided as follows: Voucher type tbc dependant on outcome of sponsorship talks.

Any sponsorship received of prizes in kind may be used for fund-raising by holding raffles or similar. 
Number of competitors will denote the number of prizes awarded per class. Guidelines are below, however this is at the discretion of club involved:

· Up to 4 riders per class – 1st prizes awarded

· Between 4 & 8 riders – 2nd prize awarded 

· Over 8 riders – 3rd prize awarded

Open / Advanced Intermediate and Intermediate League Classes will be run as per the 2010 league Power and Speed format – riders will jump fences 1-8 and if clear then 9-14 against the clock

Novice B class will be at Intermediate height and will be run on optimum time. It will be a class within itself and there will be prizes awarded as per other League classes.

Advanced Primary and Primary Classes will be run, as always, on optimum time. Riders will jump two rounds time/entries permitting

Jumping will be strictly in the order of entry in all classes.

Riders must note that there is a time allowed for each class and time faults will be given to all grades if this time is exceeded.

Dress Code to be abided.

To qualify for the Finals - a rider must compete in 3 shows plus the Final.

League points will be awarded for All shows attended.

League Points

1 for attendence

Attended all shows 1 extra point

1st = 8

2nd = 7

3rd = 6

4th = 5

5th = 4

6th = 3

Then for double clears but not placed riders get an extra point.

Show Guidance
Judge

Each Judge should be given a brief

Judges/or volunteer to call out names of winners at prize giving

Judges to give times on completion of round

All first Rounds must be timed

Prize Giving

Prize giving on foot for legs of the league

Prize giving for final must be mounted, lap of honour

Present league and speed prizes together

Music to be provided during gaps in show

Ties 

For the final - In the event of a tie the winner with the highest number of higher places wins.
Show heights 
These need to be addressed – rule book states that 50% of the fences should be at the required height. In the interests of encouraging riders and horses & producing good jumping this rule should be adhered to. Heights/technicality of courses can be increased as the league progresses.
Optimum Times Clarification

It should be set at the time allowed, minus three seconds.

(For example when the course designer measures the course and it is 48 secs as the time allowed, the optimum time should be 45 secs.)

The optimum  time for Primary and Advanced primary competitions should therefore be different as these competitions are at different speeds.
